H1N1 Pediatric Vaccine Recall
On December 15, 2009 several lots of injectable H1N1 pediatric vaccine were recalled because the manufacturer determined that the vaccine had lost potency since it had been shipped.  The affected vaccine was packaged as pre-filled syringes for children ages 6 – 35 months.  This vaccine is not a safety risk and is still expected to be effective in protecting against 2009 H1N1 influenza.  Children who did receive vaccine from the recalled lots will not need to be revaccinated, however all children under age 10 need 2 doses of H1N1 vaccine to be fully protected.  This recall only affects 4 lots of injectable H1N1 pediatric vaccine in pre-filled syringes for children ages 6 – 35 months.
The Stark County Health Department did not receive or administer any of the recalled vaccine.
