1 Once againthere were no states reportijdespread geographic actiyi The state of Ohio
remains asporadic geographic influenza activity. Note: this indicator is reported to the CDC by
each state and does not describe severity of disease. Sporadic geographic activity is defined as:
Small numbers of laboratorgonfirmedinfluenza cases or a single laboratepnfirmed
influenza outbreak has been reported, but there is no increase in cases of ILI. (See National Map)
